Approval of June minutes: Peggy S. moved and Chad E. seconded.  Motion carried with the following correction under Land Use. Cordwood hearing should be Colwood. 

Treasurer’s report: Melinda Palmer reported $6920.30 in the bank with all bills paid. 

Presentation: David Tooze from the City of Portland Office of Sustainable Development (OSD) gave a brief talk on how to save energy in homes an how the utility bills will reflect price increases this fall.  He suggested tackling large energy use items first.  To learn more about cutting utility bills, contact Energy Trust 1-866-ENTRUST.  They will make recommendations.  He discussed rebates, state tax credits and federal tax credits as incentives to becoming more energy efficient.  Areas to focus were on insulation, furnace efficiency, energy efficient appliances and lastly window replacements. 

Current Business:

CNN update: No report, no meetings for the summer,

Land Use Update: No report.  Tyler added the Siskiyou Square sale did not go through and there are no buyers at present.  The owner is becoming more willing to work with neighborhood associations.

Mass Transit Report: Nathan attends the meetings and workshops and is working on extending the community input on the project from community.  He encouraged everyone to take the on-line survey.

Mural Project: Peggy S. reported and introduced Angelina Marino, Joel and Gary Herd.  There is a survey on line with some questions to answer.  RACC will match what we raise.  The committee is seeking ideas from the community.  There will be chalk available at the International festival for ideas to be shown in sketches.  The last Wednesday of the month there will be a meeting at the wall.  Ideas need to be submitted before meeting with RACC in August.  We also are seeking donations of time, paint and money.

International Day Festival: We need lots of volunteers.  Need volunteers to help with children at the multicultural parenting workshop that is held from 10:30 to 12:00; also help with the sound system.  All volunteers will receive free raffle tickets.

National Night Out is August 5th 72nd and Sandy.  The street from Fremont to Klickatat will be closed.  The time is from 6 – 10.  Bring a potluck item to share.  There is still time to schedule one on your block.  The normal fee is waived.  CNN has the form; all neighbors on the street must sign the form.  CNN will get it processed.

Friends of Trees training is on July 12th.  Shannon Garcia can’t continue.  We need a new point person.  The training is on July 12th.

Neighborhood Clean-Up is also in need of a point person.  That training is on July 10th.

Calendar change: David D. is redoing the web and presently uses Google calendar.  CNN wants us to incorporate their calendar software.
