Treasurer’s report: Melinda Palmer reported $7639.70 in the bank.  

Current Business

CNN update: Nancy F attended meeting.  Mostly going over the budget.  Sept. 20th is the date for the recycle fundraiser for funds for a copier. 

Newsletter:  The articles are all in.  We are a little behind but it will be done in time to deliver before the next general meeting.

Land Use Update: Denise reported. She attended the meeting discussing the airport future.  The project forecast should be finished by 2010 covering period of time until 2050.  Apparently another runway will not be need at this point. 

The Cordwood hearing was denied.

Lauren S. reported on the Siskiyou Square – we still do not know anything on the property.  The Bowling Alley has closed. The 82nd Ave Project will be available through CNN.  They looked at 3 different future visions along 82nd Ave.  It is a good product and will be usable in the future.

Tyler reported on the Portland Plan update.  He and Chad attended. The keynote speaker was from Denmark covering the 20-minute neighborhood (everything needed in the city areas would be within a 20-minute walk area. The attendees were broken up into strategy building idea groups.

Streetcar (Mass Transit) Tyler attended workshop. They are in the process of taking the pulse of the community in the study areas to see if they have the support needed.

Garage Sale: Catherine W. is in charge.  We have 20 entries so far.  Entries close on June 20th to be on the map.

Mural Project: Peggy S. reported everything coming along.  There is an August 6th deadline.  Some Roseway artists have contacted her about it.  It was suggested we put a suggestion box for ideas and input at Fairley’s Pharmacy. There will be a meeting the last week in July for rough sketches to be turned in.  Peggy met with the electrician for Roseway Theater to check out the lighting for the wall.

One theme that has been discussed is “Movement” which could be interrupted as people or transportation over a time period.

New Business

PDXID: Next meeting is on June 23rd.  Anyone can come to the board meeting as it helps build a community between businesses and residents.

The International Festival was explained and note made about the pre-festival workshop on parenting in a mixed culture community.

Tables will be available for free for multi-cultural non-profits. Roseway needs to have a booth and needs volunteers.  Anyone willing to help can just show up.

National Night Out: Chad E. reported it is the first Tuesday in August.  He is collecting signatures for the permit.

Roseway Heights outreach representative Heidi Marman reported the K-8 school had a very good year. It was a positive year. There is great parent involvement and the principal is great.  There are a few problems with enrollment for fall.  Heidi wants to work with the community to get more involvement.

Halloween Haven:  The purpose would be a list of safe places in the neighborhood where children could go.  One idea is to get PTA involvement.  Also have Roseway use the school newsletter for input.  Perhaps we could have a symbol to put on area doors of participants.  Heidi reported that the school has a harvest festival.
