5. Current Business


a) CNN update from Denise.  Sandy “main street” improvements are in CNN work plan.  Streetcar is something in the future of plans, 20-50 years.  Plans to revisit/implement the Roseway Vision Plan Action Items as resources allow.  Roseway website has link to streetcar info.  Traffic Issues meeting/open house on Sept 24 @ 11611 NE Ainsworth (Multnomah Education Services Dist)


b) Land Use update from Denise.  Bill Berber, CNN, has detailed plans available from CNN.  


c) Mass Transit Report: Not a lot of input from local businesses yet, though good response from neighbors regarding streetcar potential.


d) Mural Project report from Peggy.  Meeting with RACC went well, though not 100% backing of existing mural design.  Comments from RACC board were: good community involvement & historic aspect of mural good premise; mural design is missing unifying “thread” so artists need to go back to the drawing board.  RACC asked Peggy to return w/ new design on October 15.  They appeared eager to approve it and Peggy feels we have a good chance at the 10K grant.  Peggy made suggestion for fundraising party at park blocks, in front of mural wall, with paella and sangria.  Potentially combine with dedication of completed mural, if approval is received at Oct 15 meeting w/ RACC. 

Catherine made motion to spend up to $700 on fundraiser for mural; Nathan seconded motion; motion carried unanimously.


e) Newsletter update from Nathan.  He gave special thanks to Bonnie for getting her article in first.  Missing articles from Tyler, Dorothea, and Peggy.  Neighbor Laurel Mae requested space in newsletter for garden club meeting she’s organizing, to be hosted at CNN in either November or January.

6.  New Business


a) Prostitution Free Zone Sept 15th, Vestal @ 6pm.  Tyler said there will be 2 workshops to discuss new solutions for the increased prostitution on NE 82nd.  These workshops will be held together with Montavilla; RSVP to Madison South.  


b) Imagine 82nd meeting Thursday, Oct 2nd from 3-4pm at Bureau of Planning (1900 SW 4th Ave).  Members of Imagine 82nd went to City Council w/ plans made by PSU students, their goal is to get city dollars dedicated toward the improvement of NE 82nd and the development of Siskiyou Square.


c) Neighborhood Welcome Packet:  Debbie from Bungalow Rose will be hosting Newcomers Social, events to meet new neighbors.  Packets created for new residents include: local business directory, safety info, RNA newsletter, map, and recycling info.  Suggestion made to include info from Roseway Heights School and Madison High School.
