V. Current Businsess

a. Guest Speaker: Mary Tompkins, Crime Prevention Coordinator and Ric DeLand, Response Team Officer.  Ric discussed redistricting precincts, we’re now in North precinct not NE.  Boundaries go between Killingsworth & MLK , west on Saltzman Rd to Washington County, out to Wilkes (136th Ave).  Each precinct covers 33% of Portland.  North is the largest precinct.  Officers work in graduated shifts to increase overlap, base themselves in various neighborhood boundaries.  All traffic complaints (speeding, not stopping at stop signs, etc) call 503-823-SAFE (7233)

Mary discussed National Night Out, August 4.  Deadline to register is July 21.  Date for gathering doesn’t have to be Aug 4th, city will authorize gatherings thru that week & weekend.  Crime prevention is offering free self-defense training for women & young girls (starting at 13 years old).  Mary will be contact & support for those wishing to start a Neighborhood Watch.

b. Land Use Update: from Denise.  Pdx Future Planning mtng highlights: no 3rd runway in the near future and the EPA report of Columbia River Basin is available (online?).  Methane study being done on Madison South (former mini-golf) site.

d. International day recap: Seems the event is actually getting smaller although the entertainment is better.  Certainly the conflict w/ Mississippi St Fair affected attendance.  Suggestion to coordinators: Beer?

e. Garage sale: Catherine W. did update.  Sale date is September 19, 2009.  Forms to register are online at www.roseway.org.  $5 fee should be sent/given to Melinda.  Maps will be available at library, CNN, Fairley’s, Craigslist, etc.

f. Newsletter delivery, Twitter : general discussion of the future of delivering newsletters.  Most concerns regarding the possible cessation of newsletter home delivery is focused on access to newsletter for all neighborhood residents.  One proposed solution is to invest in kiosks in high traffic areas such as Safeway.  Matthew Hickey proposed Facebook site for Neighborhood with a link to Roseway website.  Kevin Andrews gave talk on use & applications of Twitter to increase active neighborhood communications. 

VI. New Business: Improvement of NE 72nd/Fremont/Sandy intersection for both pedestrians and vehicles.

Matthew Hickey discussed his efforts to engage the City in problem solving for the difficult intersection.  PSU students came up with plans to fix the traffic flow.  Nate will start researching the history of that intersection.  Ric DeLand informs that the best way to get the City to deal with the issue is to start petitioning & submit thru Board to the City.

VII. Old Business: questions for Ric DeLand regarding shooting on NE 70th a few months ago & prostitution on NE 82nd.

a. The shooting on 70th/71st was a gang retaliation which has increased  gang activity in the City but not in Roseway specifically.  Ric stated if neighborhood watch groups are to be effective they need to be consistent, not just a reaction to a single event.

b. The prostitution issue is being handled by the East Precinct’s Street Crime Unit with the HEAT program (Hot-spot Enforcement Action Team).  New rules went into effect July 6, 2009: Book everyone for all crimes, be they sex crimes or juvenile crimes.  This effort’s effectiveness will need time to be proven or disproven.
